REVIEW OF GOVERNANCE OF PRICES STATISTICS
TERMS OF REFERENCE
To review the governance arrangements and structures supporting the production of consumer price statistics by the Office for National Statistics to ensure that these statistics best meet user needs in future. 

In doing so, to have regard to the: 

· arrangements to underpin the quality, integrity and independence of price statistics in the public good; 

· provisions of the Statistics and Registration Service Act 2007; 

· provisions of the Code of Practice for Official Statistics; 

· role of the producer and the provision of the best advice to the producer; and 

· relevant practice in other statistical institutes and contexts. 

The review will be led by Professor Sir Adrian Smith, the Statistics Authority's Deputy Chair with responsibility for ONS.  Mr Mike Hughes, an independent statistical expert, has been engaged to assist with the review.  

The review will report to the Board of UK Statistics Authority and deliver a final report for publication with recommendations by October 2013.
